Agreed that Forum members to feedback to service user groups locally re. decisions and proposals due to difficulties in regular needle exchange service user attendance 

3. Conference – last and next

Forum members felt that the Conference went well generally but would benefit from a more interactive approach with the delegates.  It was decided that the next conference (ON 27TH APRIL 2010) will include 2 sets of themed workshop sessions, one in the morning and one in the afternoon to encourage involvement especially service user involvement.   See draft agenda at end of minutes.

4. Data collection update 

Summary report from pilot data collection project has been released and distributed.  Well received but inherent problems in costing operating a paper and web-based system.  Discussion focused on existing web-based systems and it was agreed that Josie would arrange a demonstration of the NEO system currently in operation in Greater Manchester, other areas in England and is being trialled in Glasgow.

Action:

Josie to arrange demonstration and contact those currently using system to get feedback.

5. Training

Action: Josie to arrange meeting with Carwen Wynne-Jones and Steve Simmonds to further discuss pharmacy training

6. Any other business

· Leaflets and printed maps

There were errors on the maps that were made available at the conference.  It was agreed that copies of the existing maps will be distributed to each forum planning member who will be responsible for providing the correct information back to Josie by the end of July.  The maps will then be reprinted with the correct information and distributed throughout Wales.  Any changes later on in the year can then be incorporated in the subsequent print run in time for next year’s conference. 

· Melanotan and pharmacy needle exchange

Several members had heard that the NPA had advised that needle exchange was not to be made available to melanotan injectors.  

Action: Steve Simmonds to clarify position with NPA and inform forum members as soon as possible.  

OUTCOME: Steve contacted NPA to clarify reasons why this issue has arisen.  In England, there has been media interest re. selling / issuing of needles to melanotan injectors and thereby the perceived encouragement or facilitation of the use of this drug.   Steve was able to talk them around especially in relation to reducing harm and confirmed that Josie would send an email outlining the nature and social use of melanotan and the associated risks.  NPA Wales will then agree to not implement any restrictions in relation to provision of safe injecting equipment.  

Further action: Josie to draft letter representing Forum and outlining reasons for unrestricted provision of safe injecting equipment and send to NPA via Steve Simmonds and copy all members in.
